Religious Education (R.E.) in school is
an issue that concerns the State and, in
some European countries the Church,
while in other countries it is the State and
all the religious communities. In Greece,
since the founding of the Modern Greek
state (1830), R.E. has been an issue of
the State, which, from the forefront of
the Constitution is related to the Eastern
Orthodox Church; thus, this is why R.E.
is also a matter of the Church.

In any case, the relationship between
the State and the Church has developed
unconditionally in the arena of Education.
For this reason, elements of the Christian
tradition, such as the ‘Blessing of Waters’
ceremony at the beginning of the school
year, the morning prayer, the Orthodox
Christian icon in the classroom, etc., survive
in school life. This rapport has fluctuated
since 1968, with the seven-year junta,
and after 1975 and the predominance of
democracy, in the 1980s and early 2000s.
Many factors influenced this fluctuation:
political, social, national, financial, but also
scientific. The living religious elements of
school life, however, proved to be very
long-lived and remained unchanged
in the two centuries of R.E. history in
Greece. In this, the rapport between the
two (State and Church) always changed on
the occasion of changes attempted by the
State, in which the above factors clearly
played a role.

Reformations of the R.E. in Greece
were attempted in the 1960s, 1980s,
1990s, 2000s, and 2010s. Among all
these reforms, only two were applied as
designed; the ones of 1980 and 2000, both
with the social-democratic governments of
PASOK. The first reform, in 1964, inspired
by Evangelos Papanoutsos, produced new
school textbooks which were implemented
for a year and ended up being pulped
by the military junta four years later
(Perselis, 1994, p. 191). The reformation
of 1992 managed to be completed only
in the Lyceum, in 1998, again with a
government of PA.SO.K.! (Koukounaras
Liagkis, 2019, pp. 39-41). The second
to be implemented, with many reactions,
was that of ‘Interdisciplinary Common
Framework of the Curricula’ in the
Elementary and High School in the first
decade of 2000. The last reformation of
the “New School” of A. Diamantopoulou,
which began in 2011 as a pilot in the
Elementary and High School ended
abruptly. When they were implemented
in 2016-17, the Curricula of R.E. of both
the Elementary and Secondary School
ended up being judged unconstitutional
by the High Administrative Court of State
to which the Panhellenic Association of
Theologians * together with parents and
the Metropolitan of Piraeus appealed the
Curricula (Decisions 660/2018, 926/2018,

The reactions of the official Church
(Archbishop and the Holy Synod) to the
reformations - to those attempted and
those properly implemented — were, for
obvious reasons, grounds for dialogue
between the State and the Church. Until
2016-17, this was mainly for the textbooks
which, being provided for by the Statutory
Charter of the Church of Greece (Law
590/1977) allowed the Church to give
its opinion so that the dogmas of the
Church are not affected. In recent years,
since 2016 onwards, there seems to be a
constant dialogue with the Church, which
is also maintained by the Ministry of
Education and Religious Affairs, with the
inclusion of R.E. mainly in the General
Secretariat of Religious Affairs, which
obviously assists the General Secretariat
of Primary and Secondary Education. It
becomes, thus, obvious that R.E. is not
exclusively a matter of the State and this
also derives from the decisions of the High
Administrative Court of State, which ruled
the 2016-17 Curricula unconstitutional
and clearly require a confessional subject
for Orthodox Christians students aiming
towards the ‘cultivation of the (Orthodox)
religious consciousness’ according to the
Constitution and the law of Education
(Law 1566/1985).

In the above context in which R.E.
has been formed in Greece, it is changing
again according to a new framework
which is common for all subjects and
was published by the Institute for
Educational Policy (2020) in October
2020. The designing of new Curricula
is now beginning, and the published
guidelines address a need to follow the
basic horizontal orientations of the new

formed in such ways in order to support
the students to:

¢ acquire the skills of reflectiveness
on learning how to learn, how to research
and how to become creative and effective,

e cultivate skills on how to use their
knowledge and produce new knowledge,

e make decisions based on scientific
data,

e take initiatives and operate
autonomously in the classroom and in
their lives,

* gain self-esteem, confidence,
empathy and resilience, so that they are
able to connect and communicate with
others,

* recognize values and realise
principles, in order to gain a sense of
responsibility and prepare them to be
active citizens,

* participate in events and practices
that refer to the need to activate everyone
to address the great challenges of the time
that concern modern societies (waste of
natural resources, pollution, refugees,
epidemics, etc.).

And yet, after the decisions of the
High Administrative Court of the State,
the first orientation no longer seems to be
able to be served by R.E.. According to
the High Administrative Court of the State,
R.E. cannot aim for students to “acquire
the skills of reflectiveness on learning how
to learn and how to research”, “ensuring
coherent links within and between
subjects but also between fields”, as the
published framework of the new Curricula
states. The reason is that, according to
the Court’s decisions, R.E. in the Greek
school due to its intention to cultivate

the Orthodox religious consciousness,
is not allowed as its aim “the provision
of information or the processing of
knowledge or the development of issues of
historical, religious or sociological nature
(content of other subjects)” (1749/2019)
and it is not allowed to encourage the
students to reflect because “with the
intended reflection of the students (aged
8-16 years), the Curriculum (2016) shakes
the orthodox Christian consciousness”
(926/2018).

In fact, limiting the aims and
content of the subject “exclusively for
Orthodox students” seems to complicate
the development of the new Curricula,
in addition to the principles promoted
by the new Curricula which is based on
the principles of “Cohesion” (principles
of interconnection of subjects and
the interdisciplinary approach) and
“Inclusion” (identities are recognized
and used without discrimination and
segregation) (L.E.P., 2020)

All this, is happening at a time when
in Europe new changes in R.E. are taking
place; In England, for example, they seem
to see the future of R.E. in the integration
of teaching worldviews in addition to
religions (CoRE, 2018; Cooling, Bowie, &
Panjwani, 2020). In Norway, on the other
hand, which has for decades incorporated
the teaching of worldviews into a Christian
R.E., which is provided to all students at
school, they have revised the curriculum
based on the theory of “big ideas” (Big/
Core Ideas) (Wiggins & McTighe, 2006;
Bréten & Everington, 2019). In Germany
in states still with confessional R.E.
the “Cooperative teaching” (Biesinger,
Schweitzer, & Boschki, 2015) between

the Christian churches (denominational-
cooperative teaching -Konfessionell-
kooperativer Unterricht) is now being
promoted, recognising the issues posed
by the separation of students and the
need for communication in school. In
Hamburg the subject is already called
“R.E. for everyone” (Religious Education
for everyone)

It is obvious that the new endeavor
in Greece is not easy, because it justifies
the dialectical relationship between the
State and the Church, while it requires
the adaptation of the R.E. in a new
pedagogical framework, which is required
by the Court’s decisions, which were
formed, of course, by judges without
any pedagogical background and no
knowledge of the religious-pedagogical
framework, within which the Greek R.E.
belongs. It is even more difficult to take
into account that in the school of the
future a subject that teaches religion will
presuppose the separation of students into
Orthodox Christians and non-Orthodox,
whereas this had never been the case in
Greece. What is even more difficult, is the
condition set by the court’s decisions that
the faith and orthodox consciousness of the
children are considered a given at school,
because they are baptized and brought up
in a Christian environment, while their
relationship with the Church is minimum
or non-existent. After all, it is difficult
to unconditionally take into account the
very reference of the Constitution to the
“religious consciousness” in relation to
Education, which reflects past decades. It
is essentially an axiomatical notion that
education succeeds in cultivating religious
consciousness. Which scientist, educator,
psychologist, neuroscientist, sociologist or
theologian can provide research data on
this I wonder?
