Religious Education (RE) in Greece
is usually equated with High School
and Upper High School, while its
teaching usefulness in Primary School
is overlooked. According to the daily
schedule, RE is compulsory in the Greek
school from the 3rd to the 6th grade of the
Primary School, while students from other
religious background than the Orthodox
Christian are entitled to an exemption
from the RE for reasons of religious
consciousness. In the 3rd and 4th grades,
it is taught for two hours, while in the 5th
and 6th grades, it is taught for one hour
per week (Koukounaras Liagkis, 2019).

Complete and effective teaching is
undoubtedly linked to the observance
of the hours according to the daily
schedule and the implementation of the
Curriculum. At the same time, however, it
includes the achievement of the expected
learning outcomes, the involvement of all
students in the discovery of knowledge
(Koukounaras Liagkis, 2021), the
evaluation of the outcomes through
creative activities and the transformation
of knowledge according to the socio-
cultural conditions (Dimitriadou, 2016;
Mitropoulou, 2023). A basic condition for
effective teaching is the adequate training
of teachers in the subject (Karamouzis,

2015). The training of teachers in religious
matters and in religious teaching becomes
more necessary, since the prospect of an
equal “alternative” RE is now emerging
for those who are exempted for reasons of
religious consciousness (Council of State,
1478/2022).

From the 1980s onwards, few
researches have been carried out
regarding RE in Greece (Koukounaras
Liagkis, 2019). According to data from
2017, 38 research studies were carried
out until then. 18 refer to Primary
Education, of these 7 to teachers and the
rest to students (Nazar, 2017). The oldest
research on Primary Education teachers
explores their opinions and perceptions
about the RE (Vagianos, 1989; Kogoulis,
1997), while a newer one focuses on
their teaching actions for students with
intellectual disabilities (Efraimidis, 2011).
In another research involving students
mainly from the Department of Primary
Education of the University of the Aegean,
they expressed their opinion on the model
of RE and highlighted the need for an
interfaith education RE (Karamouzis &
Athanasiadis, 2011).

These studies do not provide the
whole picture of teachers’ opinions
and perceptions about RE. They do not
provide information on teaching after
the changes in the Curricula from 2016
until today. In this regard, some answers
can be found in small-scale - from the
perspective of participants research works.

In 2017, on the change in the curricula of
RE, 302 teachers and students who taught
in the context of Internship, answered
questions about the implementation of
these curricula. 25.8%, i.e. 78 people, had
graduated or were studying at a Primary
Education Faculty while the rest were
educational theologians. The responses
show that a large percentage of 70%-
75% consider the changes in teaching
to be unexpectedly positive, especially
in the subject matter and the connection
of theological and religious knowledge
with socio-cultural issues (Karamouzis,
Fokidis, Tsirevelos, 2019).

In another research carried out as part
of a thesis at the Primary Education of
the University of the Aegean, 100 teachers
participated, of which 69 belonged
to Primary Education. The teachers
evaluated the 2017 and 2020 Curricula.
The answers range approximately at the
same levels as the previous survey and
underline the student-centered model of
RE (Deraki, 2022). The search for the
individual answers from the Primary
Education teachers in the two surveys
show satisfaction with the changes but at
the same time they call for the training
and better training of the teachers in RE.

Obviously, the data are indicative
and further targeted research is definitely
required. However, the results of the
research show that RE in the Primary
School is directly linked to the students’
cognitive and teaching competence.

Therefore, in our topic, the Teaching and
Learning of RE and the courses offered
with religious and theological content in
the Primary Education Departments of the
Greek Universities play a decisive role. In
general, the finding that in Departments
of Primary Education “the Didactics of RE
is taught as a compulsory, but mainly as
an optional subject or has been replaced
by related courses in Sociology or Religion
or Culture or Theology” (Koukounaras
Liagkis, 2015, p. 185) applies.

In particular, the Department of
Primary Education of National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens offers
the optional courses “School Religious
Education” and “Study Issues of the
Religious Phenomenon and Religions in
Education” (2023). In the Department of
Primary Education in Aristotle University
of Thessaloniki, students can attend the
optional course “Islam and Education”
from the Undergraduate Programme
in Muslim Studies of the Faculty of
Theology, while religious issues are
included in other courses (2023). At the
Department of Primary Education of the
University of the Aegean, the courses
“Culture and Interreligious Education”,
“Anthropological and Sociological
Dimensions of Religion”, “Sociology of
Religion” and “Teaching of Religions”
are taught (2023). In the Department of
Primary Education at the University of
loannina, from the current academic year,
offers the courses “Teaching of Religion”,
which includes Teaching Practice, “Social
Problems and Religion”, “Religion and the
Unconscious”, “Religion and Interpretation
of Religion” (2023). The Department of
Primary Education of the University of
Western Macedonia offers the courses

“Orthodoxy and Culture in Education”
and the optional “Teaching of Religious
Studies”, in which the Teaching Practice is
mandatory by teaching a one-hour lesson
in a classroom (2023). In the Department
of Primary Education of the University of
Thessaly until the academic year 2022-
23, the optional course “Religion” was
offered (2022), where 3 sessions had the
topic of RE and there was as an optional
assignment the submission of a teaching
plan for the RE. At the Department of
Primary Education of the Democritus
University of Thrace, the course “Religion
and education in multicultural societies”
appears in the Program (2023). Finally,
the Department of the Primary Education
of Crete does not teach any course related
to RE (2023).

To all of the above, it is necessary to
add that only three Primary Education
Departments have professors of RE
amongst the teaching staff. These are of
Rhodes, Ioannina and Athens. Wherever
else a course related to Religion, or the
Didactics of Religion is taught, it is done
by members of the teaching staff of other
Departments or Universities and by
substitute academic staff. The data clearly
reflect the weak academic and scientific
preparation of future RE teachers.

The contemporary RE pedagogies

religious language (Vassilopoulos, 2008),
developes religious and digital literacy
(Mitropoulou, 2021) and is based on the
investigation of the religious elements
of cultures (Delikonstantis, 2013)
with an emphasis on the Orthodox
spirituality (Hatziefraimidis, 2006) and
dialogue in the public and pluralistic
space (Stogiannidis, 2021). At the same
time, it is interactive and wishes to
gain religious knowledge through the
experiential method (Kalantzis & Cope,
2013), contemporary learning theories
and teaching approaches (Koukounaras
Liagkis, 2015) as well as familiarization
with the basic principles of intercultural
education (Jackson, 2016; Magos, 2022).

These elements offer the sufficiency to
the prospective teacher to get to know in
depth and then create the conditions, so
that the student can know God if they have
any faith, the other and the self through a
Humanities course (Koukounaras Liagkis,
2019). Such a lesson is not utopian but
it is a challenge for the teacher. Such
a challenge is realistic and promotes
inclusion and democratization in the
public space through RE.

This framework of inclusion also
serves the material of this issue. Androula
Ioannou studies the use of educational
drama in the teaching of gospel narratives
and the effect on the students’ moral
identity. Konstantinos Diamantopoulos
investigates using mixed methods the
school textbooks of the Greek RE and
seeks interdisciplinary visual encounters,
connecting the visual with the religious

The international events at the RE
are conveyed by the responses of Nazir
Pavlos Nazar for the 15th Conference
of the European Forum for Teachers of
Religious Education (EFTRE) and for
the 13th International Conference on
“Religion and Spirituality in Society”,
while Nikos Tsirevelos writes about the
2nd Great Congress of the International
Orthodox Theological Association (I0TA).

The script by Giorgos Grillis,
which highlights the experiential and
interactive learning in the 2nd Lyceum,
as well as the teaching plan for the 3rd
Primary with a focus on the otherness
of the undergraduate students Sophia
Kambouris and Aikaterini Katsiu of
the Primary Education Department of
the University of Western Macedonia.
